You will be engaged in lectures, discussions, and small group exercises
related to clinical pharmacy education and practice here in the US and principles of
clinical thinking, utilizing central nervous system therapeutics as an example, as well
as social activities with some of our USC faculty and PharmD students.

During your visit, you will be neither a registered nor degree-seeking student at the
University of Southern California. You will not receive academic credit from USC for
the summer seminar; any credit that you may receive will be from your home
institution.
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There is no salary or stipend associated with your visit. All fees for the program are
expected to be paid by you and/or your school directly to us prior to the start of the
program. We have arranged for accommodations in university housing on our
University Park Campus. Also, we will be serving lunches some of the days of the
course, following the morning lectures and practical exercises. In addition, we will be
placing credit onto your USC ID card for you to be able to pay for breakfasts and/or
lunches on campus during other days of the seminar. In addition, several dinners will
be provided in association with evening activities. You will be responsible for your
other meals and expenses.

School of Pharmacy

Due to the high cost of health care in the United States, and especially in the Los
Angeles area, the federal government now requires that all exchange visitors and
accompanying dependents be covered by adequate health and accident insurance
while in this country. We, therefore, will need to have written acknowledgement from
you that you are aware of the need to obtain the requisite health insurance while in
this country.
We are very pleased to offer you this opportunity to participate in our summer
program here at USC and look forward to working with you soon.
We have arranged to pick you up at the airport upon your arrival on June 30w and
accompany you to our University Park Campus. At that time, we shall be providing
you with a monthly Metro pass for the month of July, so that you may use public
transportation throughout the city as you desire. On July 1st, we’'ll assist you in
coming to the Health Sciences campus for processing of USC ID badges and tours of
our campuses. You'll have a three-day weekend to adjust to the change in time
zones and to explore the Los Angeles area on your own; the formal program will
begin on Tuesday morning, July 5w, at 9:30 AM.
